Now the collective focus must be on the future. UB is looking forward to working with its campus, community,
and legislative supporters, and with the new SUNY Chancellor, to secure the flexibility and funding that UB and
its fellow SUNY campuses need to thrive and to fuel the economic revitalization of this region and state.
